   Administrator’s Report (Brian McDonald)

  New Business


  Golf Outing Changes – (Bruce Mahrenholz)


This event has been typically held the Monday after Father’s Day. Plans for 2011 are to change the outing to a Friday after Father’s Day.  It could be a couples golf outing or husbands could golf and then spouses could come to White Deer Run for dinner. There will be more to follow in early 2011. 


Stationery- (Maureen Kelly) The winter fundraiser volunteers requested more stationery rather than an electronic letterhead.  Maureen K. will check with alphaGraphics for a price quote.  They have been supporting the booster club.


Membership –(Maureen Berzanski) There are one hundred eighty seven families currently registered. This is an improvement over last year.  Bruce asked those in attendance what helped get the message out about the boosters?  Most of the freshman parents said they found the membership form in the registration packet that CAB mailed out. One parent noted that she tried two times to sign up at the first football game and no one was attending the booth, but she noted she did arrive early.  We discussed the need to have more volunteers to cover the booths because board members have multiple duties and are spread thin with so many events to cover. 


Cougar grill –(Sarah Meline)


Sarah passed around a sign up for Cougar grill at the football parent meetings.  Since our team is doing well people are not coming to the grill as much during halftime, for fear of losing their seat.  Some may also be leaving the games early due to lopsided scores. Selling drinks has been a great addition for the grill.  Steve Schapiro suggested a “guest griller” to draw attention to the grill.  Brian explained if the guest is a politician, handouts can’t be distributed inside the gates. 


Social Commerce Websites – (Steve Shapiro) 


Moolah Moo is a social commerce website with which CAB could register.  Our organization could receive two for one coupons for a local merchant.  If people purchased products from these merchants, a donation would be given to a charity of their choice.  CAB could be one of these organizations to receive  charitable contributions.  The organization has only been around for 8 months.  Dennis and Brian requested contact information and wanted to hear more from organizations that are using Moolah Moo.  


Another organization is Tukaiz. It makes imaged personalized products.  They will donate 25% of their proceeds to CAB if we choose to sign up with them.  Our board will investigate this organization also.

         Turf Project Update -(Dennis Donelon)


Dennis provided an overview on a new  project name “Project Turf”, which is a large effort to resurface the stadium field.  It will benefit all sports that play on an outdoor field as well as potential use by Physical Education classes and the Junior Cougar Athletic program. The CAB  intends to support and make a contribution towards this effort.  They also will be volunteering to help with raising the funds. Dennis further explained that our current football field gets just thirty uses per year.  During the bad rains of last year we were limited to even less use.  The field is due to have the current grass turf redone because it is aging.  The school district is willing to use the $300,000 they would put into replacing the turf towards artificial turf.  The total cost is $800,000-$1,000,000 dollars for a synthetic turf field.  With a synthetic surface it is projected that  more than 250 uses per year could be realized.


Questions 


How do the athletic trainers feel about the propensity for injuries on artificial turf?  It was explained   artificial turf has improved over the years.  There is likely no greater risk of getting injured on synthetic turf than on natural turf.


Are we open to sponsorships?  Yes, and these will be weighed with the current sponsorship commitments with Rustoleum and CDW for the field and the scoreboard.


What the costs are to maintain the field?  The district spends about $60,000 per year for upkeep on the field.  That cost would be reduced significantly with synthetic turf.


Another concern raised was that the track teams would have less practice time. According to IHSA rules, the track team cannot practice on the track when there is an event on the field.  Brian said they would work to avoid conflicts.  


Dennis explained there would be a wall called the “Cougar Den” where donations will be acknowledged.   This project will help to create a sense of community. 

VIII.   Team Representatives’ Updates


Varsity Pom Pon- (Nancy Baker) Nineteen girls are on the team, which is a large number. The poms are three time state champions, looking for their fourth championship in a row!


Sophomore Football – (Tonya Wells)


The sophomore football team is 2-1.  They are off to a great start!


Pom Pons – (Debbie Cotton)

There are 14 girls on JV.  They are off to a good start.


Varsity Volleyball- (Sarah Meline)


 The team is 7-9 overall, and 2-1 in the conference. They experienced a difficult conference loss this evening.


Girls’ tennis- (Bud Dolan) 


The Varsity is overall 5-4.  They are a young team.

The JV team has a 4-4 record. “CRU” visited the tennis match yesterday, (and ate a lot of hot dogs!)  Chase, (formerly Washington Mutual), is allowing the school to create a path for people to walk through, from their parking lot, for tennis matches.
