· Go over the slides that say “what you should know” and talk about the new laws (slides 3 and 4).

· Have students raise their hand for which answer they feel is correct-then reveal the correct answer
· Go over how the feel about the information and ask if they think it is realistic.
· Talk about the dangers of texting and driving


Application of new information:

· Talk about the different scenarios and what the students would do in each one. 
· If you got a text while you were driving, would you answer it?

· Additional info for slide 13: Story of Business lady 
· One day, a lady was very fed up with her job and her boss and decided to take it out in an immature manner on Facebook. She forgot that she was friends with her boss. And guess who saw it? Her boss did. Not only did the boss tell the worker off but he also proceeded to fire her. How humiliating is that? 
· Shows that you should be careful what you put on Facebook
· Mention to be careful what you put on Facebook because it can harm you in the long run.
· Discuss the different features (fan pages, group, pictures, etc.) of Facebook and how they reflect a person’s character. 
· Additional info for slide 15: Go over how the feel about the information and ask if they think it is realistic.
