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Materials:  
· Video (in ppt)
· Powerpoint (open right away)
Goal:  (Explain during Title Page, slide 1)
· Share our resources and gifts with the ones who need it more through the school in Uganda
· Aiding the children of Uganda by opening a healthy learning environment
· Engage the students of Vernon Hills High School to become aware of and involved in this school-wide service project

Access:  (slide 2)
· Hook: Cove Video
· Discuss the differences between our school and Ugandan schools + our lives and their lives. (ex: ask: What differences do you recall from the video?)
· What impact could one have as an individual? As a class? As a school?
New Information:  (slide everything else)
· Use the PowerPoint to introduce COVE to the students
· Background info about COVE to explain to the students
· COVE Mission:
· To provide children with social services such as shelter, food, healthcare and education in a healthy atmosphere that fosters acceptance, love and shared responsibilities. Education and vocational training will focus on breaking the cycle of poverty and preparing the children to sustain themselves and their families in the future. 


Application of new information:  
· SHOUT activity (all at the same time)
· One person to volunteer to shout… don’t be shy! And don’t kill the vocal chords!
· Note the volume and intensity of the shout 
· Afterwards, have the entire class (include faculty) shout at 11:05 (the entire school will be shouting at the same time)
· Note how much louder the volume and intensity of the shout was.
· Discuss:
· How were the two situations different? Which had a greater effect?
· How can we relate this to our efforts in Uganda?
· Explanation:
· All for one, one for all. Alone we can only do so much, but together we can achieve great things. 
· Fundraising: Every Friday before the next first class meeting in March, every student is encouraged to bring in $1. 
· $1 can buy soda, chips, or two cookies. But $1 can also feed two children in Uganda for a day. 
· If all students donate, we could raise $6,000+ dollars in the span of five weeks. This can pay for students’ lunches at the entire Ugandan school for almost two years.
· Collection buckets will be in the cafeteria every Friday between February 9 and March 9. First class leaders will supervise these buckets during lunch periods. 
· For the first dollar donated, the students will receive a bracelet. The next Friday, students that donate a dollar will receive a bead with the letter “C” for the bracelet. This process will be continued until COVE is spelled out.
· Posters, bulletin board and daily bulletin announcements will help remind students of this opportunity.

Goal: 
· Encourage students to brainstorm ideas of future fundraisers to support the children of Uganda.
